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The Heritage of Kansas is made available to Kansas schools and Li­

braries for use by students and teachers. It is hoped that interest in Kan­

sas' cultural heritage will be stimulated in the hearts and minds of its 

readers. 

Whenever possible, each issue will be built around one topic, with 

three approaches. One section will be a factual essay contributed by an 

authority on the subject. The second approach to the subject will be an 

"eyewitness" account; the third section will deal with the folklore of the 

subject. The combination of these three approaches to the central theme 

should contribute something different-and something vital-to an under­

standing and appreciation of Kansas and its people.
